Successful students will be asked to provide administrative and audio visual support to the Secretariat at the meeting. 

The student grants are intended for those who are actively involved in contact lens or related areas of research.  Applicants must complete the attached form with the approval of their advisor/supervisor who should be a member of the ISCLR, and an abstract which should include title, purpose, methods, results, and conclusions. The abstract should not exceed one single-space typed page. The deadline for applications is April 8, 2011.  Recipients of the awards will be decided in May and will be notified shortly thereafter.
